	Chet Loftis convened the meeting at 3:00 p.m. 

1.	Approval of the December 15, 2015 Meeting Minutes
A motion was made by Julee Smith, seconded by Dave Fowers, to approve the December 15, 2015 minutes as written.  Motion passed. 

2.	Closed Meeting for the Review of Claims								
A motion was made by Brooks Keeshin, seconded by Shane Minor, to close the meeting for the review of claims.    Motion passed.
	
	A motion was made by Dave Fowers, seconded by Shane Minor, to reopen the meeting.  Motion passed.

3.	Board Vote on Claims Reviewed in Closed Meeting
	A. Claim Number 1014268 
A motion was made by Julee Smith, seconded by Dave Fowers, to reopen the claim for the remaining $13,644.13 to be used for loss of wages and replacement services.  When that amount is exhausted, the claim will then have reached the maximum benefit allowed by statute.  Motion passed.

B. Claim Number 1027077  
A motion was made by Julee Smith, seconded by Brooks Keeshin, to reimburse the $2100 already spent on travel funds for two people to attend the February, 2016 parole hearing.  Six Board members voted in favor, one opposed.  Motion passed. 

C. Claim Number 1034372
A motion was made by Sandi Johnson, seconded by Shane Minor, to accept the $1500 payment to settle the claim.   Motion passed.

4.	Proposed Rule:  Board Member Conflict of Interest				Gary Scheller	
Gary presented a proposed rule for Board review.  The new rule would establish standards and procedures for addressing potential conflicts of interest.  After discussion and review of the proposed rule, a motion was made by Brooks Keeshin, seconded by Shane Minor, to adopt the rule as written.  Motion passed. 

5.	Legislative Update							Gary Scheller
Gary provided an update on some of the bills that are being presented this Legislative session.  HB399 would have inserted language into the Victims Bill of Rights that would have restricted the role of victim advocates and increased the rights of offenders.  Sixty advocates from around the state attended a hearing for this bill and were successful in stopping the bill from being presented.  The Utah Council on Victims of Crime is following several pieces of legislation dealing with restitution, the death penalty and protective orders.  Gary will follow the progress of the bills as they move through the session.
